In Markôs Gospel, Jesus is often in a conflict situation with the 
leaders or elite of the Jewish people. This text is quite a con-
trast. This scribe came to Jesus to question him, probably seek-
ing to entrap him in some way. Instead, the scribe sees that 
Jesus has a clear understanding of what God requires of us. 
The great commandments to love God and to love your neigh-
bour as yourself summarise all the requirements of the Law of 
Moses. The Scribe rightly sees that it is in the actions of loving 
God and neighbour in our daily lives that we really respond 
properly to Godôs call. This is more important than the legalis-
tic requirements of worship in the Temple with burnt offerings 
and sacrifices on the altar. Because of his agreement with the 
vision of Jesus, the scribe is declared ónot far from the kingdom 
of Godô.
