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Seeing Again
When | look back on my 20s and early 30s, | feel a certain embarrassment. Not because everything was wrong, | was
sincere, committed, and trying to do what was right, but because | can now see how much of my life was shaped by

immaturity, impulsiveness, rigidity, and a somewhat naive understanding of myself and others. In many ways, it was a
life that had not yet been deeply touched by suffering.

Things began to change when | encountered real struggles, unexpected events, personal limitations, and the repeated
surfacing of my weaknesses despite my efforts to manage them. These were experiences that did not fit into the neat
picture | had of life, faith, and even myself. What | had assumed to be stable began to shake. | found myself face to face
with reality as it is: unpredictable, humbling, and often beyond my control.

Looking back now, | can see that this was not simply a difficult phase, but a necessary one. It was, in its own way, a
participation in the Cross, not the Cross as an idea, but as an experience where something in us is stripped away, and
we are left without the usual supports we rely on. In those moments, there is a strong temptation to resist, to escape,
or to fix things quickly. But slowly, | began to learn a different way, not to fight reality, but to undergo it. To remain
present even when things did not make sense, and to trust that God was not absent, but quietly at work. Over time,
something began to change within me. The need to control softened into a capacity to receive. The urgency to explain
gave way to a willingness to be present. The pressure to have everything together was replaced by a quieter trust.
Perhaps this is what we might call contemplative maturity, not something we achieve by effort alone, but something
that grows in us when we allow life, and God within it, to shape us more deeply.

And it is here that the mystery of the Resurrection begins to speak in a new way. The Resurrection is first and foremost
a reality: Christ is truly risen. But it is also the beginning of a transformation in how we see. Think of the Gospel stories
after Easter. Mary Magdalene mistakes Jesus for the gardener. The disciples on the road to Emmaus walk with him and
do not recognize him. The disciples by the sea do not at first know it is the Lord. In each case, the risen Christ is
present, but they do not yet perceive him rightly.

Recognition comes not through control, but through gift: he speaks her name, he opens the Scriptures, he breaks
bread. The Resurrection did not remove them from reality; it opened their eyes to a deeper reality. And perhaps this is
the invitation for us as well. The risen Lord does not always take away our struggles, confusions, or uncertainties. More
often, he meets us within them and slowly transforms the way we see.

The Risen Lord challenges our dominant way of seeing reality, which is shaped by control, analysis, and the need for
certainty, where everything must be explained, measured, and managed. In this mode, we reduce life to what we can
grasp, and so we miss what can only be received, presence, mystery, and relationship. What if reality is not something
we need to control, but something we are invited to receive? What if, even now, God is present in ways we do not yet
recognise? The journey of faith, then, is not simply about becoming better. It is about learning to see. And perhaps the
real question is this: not whether God is present, but whether we are willing to let our eyes be opened.
